FINDING OF FACTS

1. Brian Morrow was issued a Washington Education Certificate, No. 338543B, on June 21,

1995, That certificate currently remains valid.

2, Brian Morrow was employed by the Clarkston School District,
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3. On July 27, 2007, the Office of Professional Practices, within OSPI, recetved a complaint
letter fiom the Superintendent of the Clarkston Schoul District alleging a lack of good moral
character or personal fitness, or 4 violation of the Code of Professional Conduct, Washington

Administrative Code (WAC) 181-87, by Brian Morrow.

4, During the 2002-2003 and 2003-2004 school years, | was a student in Brian

Morrow’s Clarkston School District classroom at Lincotn Middle School. [ waes also 2

student at Brian Morrow’s karaté instruction school..

5. During the 20032004 school year, Brimi Morrow engaged in inappropriaie interactions

with K,B. Brian Morrow denies that he had inappropriate interactions withi

6. In June of 2004, K.B. was removed as a studerit from Biian Morrow's karate instraction

school by Brian Mosrow and his wife, Notiko Morrow.

10.  In October of 2006, Clarkston School District initiated an investigation imto allegations of
professional misconduct by Brian Morrow. On Ociober 2, 2006, Brian Morvrow was placed on

administrative leave by the Clarkston School District,

11, In October 2006, the Clarkston, Washington Police Departmeni initiated a criminal
investigation into allegations of sexual contact by Brian Morrow with [JJJ- in 2003-2004. On

October 4, 2006, att Affidavit of Probable Cause was filed in Asotin County Sltpel‘ior Court.

12, On December 1, 2006, an Information was filed in Asotin County Superior Court
charging Brian Morrow with Rape of a Child 3" Degree, Revised Code of Washington (RCW)
9A.44, 079, ad Child Molestation 3% Degree, RCW 9A.44.089; Asotin County Superior Court

Cause Number 06-01-00179-8.

13, On February 12, 2007, an Amended Information and Affidavit of Probable Cause were

filed in Asotin County Superior Court vharging Brian Morrow with Rape of & Cliild 3" Degree,
Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 9A.44. 079, and Child Molestation 3" Degree, RCW
9A.44,089; Asolin Cownty Superior Court Cause Nutiiber 06-01-00179-8.
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14, On February 23, 2007, after a jury trial, Brian Morrow was found not guilty of Rape of a
Child 3" Degree and Child Moléstation 3 Diegree; Asotin County Superior Court Cause

Number 06-01-00179-8.

15, O July 15, 2007, Clarkston School Dishict issued Brian Morrow a Notive of Probable

Causes for Discharge. Brian Monow filed an appeal of the uotice of probable cause.

16, On Janwary 7, 2008, the hearing officer issued his decigion upholding the Clarkston
Sehool District employment discharge. Brisn Morrow appealed the hearing officer decision to

Asotin County Superior Couit.
17.  On October 27, 2008, after submitting ap‘;ﬁsii'cation for certification to the State of Tdaho,
the Idaho State Department of Edocation sent Brisn Morow a Jetter advising that his application

18, On Juse 19, 2009, the Asotin County Superior Courl upheld the fermination from

Clarvkstors Bchool District.

19.  In Februmry of 2010, Brian Morrow was provided an oppertunity to participate in an

interview with s OPP investigator. Brian Morrow declined to participate in an interview.

20.  Good moral character and persongl {itness is 1 continuing requirement to mainiain a
Washington Education Certificaie.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
1. 08P has jurisdiction over Brian Morrow and over the subject matter of this action,
2, OSPI has shown by cléar and convineing evidence that Washington Education Certificate,

No. 3385438, of Brian Morrow, should be suspended as provided for in WAC 181-86-070.

3, Brian Morrow lins violated WAC 181-87-060, RCW 28A.410.090, WAC 181-86-013,
and/or WAC 181-86-014.
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ORDER

THEREFORE, it is hereby ordered and agreed that the Washington Education Certificate,
No. 3385438, of Brian Moirow, be suspended for twenty-four (24 months from the date of entry
of this Order,

REINSTATEMENT will require: (1) successfil completion of a psychological
gvalyation which validotes Brian Mormow’s ability to have unsupsrvised access to students, by a
treatment provider mutnally agréed vpon by OPP and Brian Momrow; (2) suceessful completion
and/or continued compliance of any and all recommended treatment; (3) that Brisn Morrow
provide written consent for OSPI to release documents to the evaluator for purposés of
completing an evaluation and/or course of treatment; (4) that Brian Morrow provides written
consent aunthorizing OPP (o have access to records of any and all subsequent treatment
undertaken; (5) (raining on appropriate/inappropriate inferactions with students, lo be provided
by a provider mutually agréed upon by OPP aud Biisn Morrow, (6) and that the cost of
cotiformance to all reinstatement requirements will be the responsibility of Brian Morrow.,

AND Reinstatement shall (also) requite submission of a new application, including Character
and Pitness Supplenent, provided by OPP and having Brian Morrow’s fingerprints be checked
by both the Pederal Bureat of Tovestigation (FBD) and the Washington State Patrol (WSP),
Reinstatement shall be also contingent upon Brian Morrow’s fingerprint background eheck
retinning with no criminal convietions that are listed i WAC 181-86-013, RCW 28A.410.090,
and/or any felony convictions,
